Red Cross EFA and CPR (K-12)

Presenter: Kerri Phillips

Registration Fee: $80.00 includes EFA, some aspects of Standard First Aid, a certification card and wall mount, first aid manual, micro-shield barrier, gloves. It is targeted for a teaching environment. (Limit 12)
Description: 
This course provides simple First Aid & CPR techniques taught in an interactive environment, for individuals who want an overview of First Aid & CPR for home or the workplace. The course covers skills needed to recognize and respond to cardiovascular emergencies for adults (OPR Level A) and other topics such as choking, airway and breathing emergencies and prevention of disease transmission. The course will be tweaked a bit to include such school situations as diabetes, seizures and other common disorders. There will be practical, hands-on demonstrations with CPR dolls and AED (Automated External Defibrillators), as well as scenarios to do with a school setting. Your Emergency First Aid will be current for three years and includes CPR ‘B’ (formerly known as CPR ‘C’). 
Please note that the training will be current for THREE years and it will be offered again next year for Year II students.

Rather than referring to people as “deficient” because of certain identities, we need to reframe and see people as being “excluded” from the resources necessary for participating fully in our society. We will explore the impact of social, political and economic exclusion in our society. We will use concepts of racism, sexism, homophobia and poverty to better understand exclusion.

Description: Day 1 emphasizes early intervention and non-physical methods of preventing or managing disruptive behavior. Personal safety techniques are included. 

Day 2 introduces crisis prevention methods, including restraint positions, transport techniques and team strategies.

Those completing the two days will receive a certificate from the Crisis Prevention Institute.
